1. The Present Simple Tense:

1. To describe a habitual action (which is repeated)

2. To describe a permanent state * My mother works for a foreign company

3. To describe ‘general truths’ * The Earth moves around the Sun.

4. To describe personal characteristics: * Tom likes apples.

5. To describe scientific facts: * Water boils at 100°C

6. To describe newspapers headlines * The prisoner escapes from the prison

7. To describe fixed timetables in the future *The train leaves at 8.15 a.m. 

2. The Present Continuous Tense:

1. To describe action which is happening at the moment of speaking

2. To describe a process * I am studying Medicine

3. To describe future PLANNED action *I’m buying a car this week

3. The Present Perfect Tense:

1. To describe an action which started in the past and hasn’t finished yet.

2. To describe an action which happened in the past but the consequences are visible.

3. To describe an action which happened in the period of time that hasn’t finished yet.

4. After the expression ‘This is the first/second/third… time…

5. To describe a previously planned action

6. To describe an event which will happen BEFORE another future action

4. The Present Perfect Continuous Tense

1. To describe an action which started in the past and hasn’t finished yet

2. To describe an action which has just finished

5. The Past Simple Tense

1. To describe an action which happened at a DEFINITE moment in the past and finished

2. To describe actions which repeated in the past
6. The Past Continuous Tense

1. To describe an action which started at a DEFINITE moment in the past, LASTED for a certain period of time and FINISHED
2. To describe TWO PARALLEL ACTIONS which happened at the same time in the past

3. To describe an action which was interrupted by another action in the past

7. The Past Perfect Tense

1. To describe an action which happened BEFORE another past action

8. The Past Perfect Continuous Tense

1. To describe an action which LASTED for a certain period of time BEFORE another past action

9. The Simple Future Tense

1. To describe an action which should happen at a certain moment in the future

2. To describe a decision which was made at the moment of speaking

3. To describe a person’s characteristics: ‘Tom will never say a bad word to you’.

4. To describe hopes, promises, doubts, expectations, threats…

5. To describe the I first conditional

1. To describe an event which will finish BY the definite moment in the future
